Sendai is an artificially-excavated port constructed by excavating a large area in the sandy shore of the harbor basin. Around 90% of § transportation in Major C”fles In

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Connected to a network of expressways by the nearby “Sendai-Port Interchange”, Port of Sendai provides easy access to the Sendai 5%

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Takasago Container Terminal (CT) /Development for “Easy-to-use Port”
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Takasago Container Terminal has been expanded by 6ha the land area of the terminal to ease congestion caused by the increase in
cargo volume and in anticipation for further increase in the future. Additionally, in order to dispatch loaded containers and empty

containers from separate entryways, the number of truck gates and transfer points for loading containers onto trucks were increased,
leading to smoother and more efficient movement of containers.
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In addition, in response to an increased number of port calls and to accommodate larger vessels, construction on Wharf No.3 and 4
hectares of expansion work on the wharf area were carried out, with the site becoming fully operational in April of 2024.
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The Port of Sendai has 3 routes to China/South Korea, 2 routes to South
Korea, 1 route to China, and biweekly route to the Russian Far East for a total
of 7 international container routes. (As of June 2025)

Due to these routes, the Port of Sendai is connected with main ports in the
world such as the Port of Shanghai and the Port of Busan.

The Port of Sendai serves as the only Central International port in the Tohoku region. It has regular international container routes
directly connected to China, South Korea, and Russia and international feeder container routes to the Port of Tokyo and Port of
Yokohama. With results in import and export trades with over 100 countries, the Port of Sendai continues to play a vital role as the
international trade distribution hub of the Tohoku region not only in this prefecture.
